The dissertation will carry 100 marks and it should be submitted (Three copies) to Head of
the Department one month before the Semester ends i.e. the Second Semester. The supervisor
for dissertation shall be the teaching member of the Deptt. of Law. The students will be assigned
the topic for dissertation by their supervisor in consultation with the Head of the Department
within a month after the Semester has started.

After the dissertations have been submitted they shall be evaluated by the external
examiner along with the Head of the Department and/or internal examiner. The examiner
will evaluate the dissertation taking into account the following points:
